Dear Supervisors and Principals,
Kick-off Ceremony of the Work Experience Movement

The Government attaches great importance to the growth and
development of young people. As announced in the Chief Executive's
2014 and 2015 Policy Addresses, the Government has taken forward
measures to strengthen the support to young people for life planning,
which include encouraging greater participation of different sectors of
the community in the Business-School Partnership Programme (BSPP)
to provide students with various career exploration activities with a
view to enhancing their understanding of different trades and getting
better prepared for the future. Stepping into the 11th year since its
launching in 2005, BSPP activities have become more diversified. In
the last school year, we have already collaborated with about 140
companies and organisations in arranging over 950 activities benefitting
over 275 000 students, witnessing the support and recognition of the
community towards the BSPP.

A Kick-off Ceremony of the
Work Experience Movement will be held on 18 November 2016 to
recognise the contribution of all the co-organising and supporting
organisations.

As teachers play an important role in supporting students for their
career and life planning, representative(s) of your school are cordially
invited to join the Ceremony. Schools with representative(s) joining
the Ceremony will have priority in joining the work experience
programmes to be held in this school year. Moreover, the event can be
counted as a training element in the framework of Continuing
Professional Development.

the login name and password of their eServices account on or before 11
November 2016 (Friday). Each school may nominate 5 representatives
to join the Ceremony. If the number of applications exceeds the
seating capacity, the eligibility will be determined by drawing lots.
The application results will be released by email on or before 14
November 2016.
